Accounts Receivable 
Board members reviewed the delinquent accounts receivable report. Fifty-One customer accounts over 90 days totaled $21,756.72. Currently service for ten customers has been shut off. District Business:
Mario Cervantes presented his September/October operator’s report. Called out to a sewer backup at 410 Cotton Ave. Found plug was on customer side. Took Lead & Copper Samples per state regulations. Meeting with P & P regarding Well #2 booster station. Continue to provide additional monitoring of the WWTP.

Jeff reviewed projects P & P is currently working on for the district.
· Sewer Collection System –DFA approved the extension. P & P is working on Rehab Design and Environmental work highlighting areas of most concern. The SSMP kickoff meeting is expected to be held in October.
· WWTP Project –Report of Waste Discharge discussed. Melissa reported that the construction funding application is complete and being reviewed. CEQA – putting final changes on the document.
· CDBG Well 2 Booster-Hydro Tank – Plans have been submitted to County for review. Once approved by the County it will be ready to bid out. Expect construction to start early 2026. Civil Scope will start first followed by electrical switchover mid-year.
· CRC EHP – SEP. Generator is in testing shop. It should be ready to be set in place by the end of November. 
· Destruction of Well #1 – Have not received an update from BVWSD regarding use as a monitoring well.

Will Serve Letter for 415 Sudan – Tabled pending contact with contractor.

Regina reported on the status of the SWRCB – Office of Enforcement. Regina reported that Tom Schroeter indicated that the district was required to complete the Shut-off documents in all languages since the district has more than 200 customers. Tom suggested that she review the Lost Hills documents to see if their policies can be used for Buttonwillow. Melissa indicated Self-Help may have resources for translation services. The board suggested that Regina contact Laura Mooney to see if there is an exception for disadvantaged communities and if the district could post in English and Spanish only.
